Sunday:  Today fly to Darwin, and the rest 
of the day is at your leisure.  Overnight:  
Argus Hotel Darwin or similar, 3 nights

Monday & Tuesday:  Over the next two 
days take your full day tour to Bathurst 
Island.  Enjoy a traditional welcome 
ceremony and cultural walking tour with a 
local Tiwi guide.  Visit the Patakijiyali Culture 
Museum and take part in an art session 
creating your own Tiwi style art piece 
momento.  On your free day you may like to 
take a tour to Kakadu or  see the waterfalls 
at Litchfield National Park.  Please ask your 
consultant for details.

Wednesday:  This morning depart Darwin 
on The Ghan, arriving into Katherine in the 
early afternoon.  Choose to cruise Nitmiluk 
Gorge, join an art cruise or visit the 
Katherine Outback Experience where you 
will be entertained by demonstrations, live 
music and amusing bush tales.  (LD)

Thursday:  Today a full day of excursions 
await you in Alice Springs.  Visit Simpsons 
Gap or the Desert Wildlife Park, or join a 
town tour and learn about the history of Alice 
Springs  This evening enjoy dinner under the 
stars at the historic Telegraph Station. (BLD)

Friday:  From your morning stop at Manguri, 
venture into the weird and wonderful opal 
mining town of Coober Pedy, where you can 
join a tour and see how the residents live 
underground.  Dinner is served back on the 
train as your journey continues south. (BLD)

Saturday:  Enjoy a leisurely brunch as 

you prepare for your mid-morning arrival 
into Adelaide.  The rest of the day is free 
to enjoy at leisure.  Overnight:  Mercure

Monday:  Another full day of touring the 
island today, including a visit to Flinders 
Chase National Park.  Here you will get to 
walk around Remarkable Rocks, and take the 
boardwalk down to Admirals Arch.  Return 
to Adelaide by ferry and coach, arriving late 
this evening.  Overnight:  Mercure Grosvenor 
Hotel Adelaide or similar, 2 nights (BL)

Tuesday:  Why not take in one of 
Adelaide’s stunning wine regions today.  
There are daily tours that operate to the 
Barossa, taking in a selection of wineries 
and somewhere delicious for lunch. Please 
ask your consultant for details.
