Return to the Murray Princess for lunch, and 
continue your journey upriver.

Then near Piggy Flat, board 
your discovery vessel for a wildlife tour, 
seeing the amazing birdlife up close.  This 
evening join your fellow passengers for a 
delicious final night dinner and enjoy the 
evening entertainment.

A light 
lunch at The Lookout Restaurant is included, 
before continuing your rail journey to Central 
Station.
